Squeezed onto a tiny yin-yang island of terracotta roofs and green 
gardens, pretty little Rovinj is the belle of Croatia. Pastel-coloured 
houses teeter over the crystal-clear waters of the Adriatic and climb 
up the hillside to the iconic bell tower of St. Euphemia Church, a 
permanent reminder of the city’s Venetian roots. Delve into the maze 
of narrow streets lost in time, galleries and museums overhung with 
wooden balconies and Italianate shutters. Circle the city in a flat-
bottomed  fishing boat or kayak around the pine-forested batana
shores of outlying islands, forage for local wines and honey in timeless 
markets and taste the flavours of the Istrian Peninsula in waterfront 
cafes.

Queen Ancona of the Italian Adriatic

Memories of maritime glory echo through the winding streets of 
charming Ancona, where handsome palazzos and elegant churches 
bear witness. Established by the Greeks on Italy’s outer elbow, the 
ancient harbour anchors undulating hillsides and rugged Adriatic 
coastline peppered with fishermen’s caves and pearlescent beaches. 
Cast your eyes towards the rising sun through the Arch of Trajan, 
Roman gateway to the east, and watch life unfold at ageless 
waterfront trattorias and cobbled piazzas. Lion-flanked San Ciriaco 
Cathedral stands sentinel on a hill above the port, rewarding those 
who make the journey with oil painting scenes as sunset bathes all in 
an amber glow. Further north, the UNESCO historic centre of Urbino 
beckons with its Renaissance walls that survive virtually intact.

Beautiful Bari

Stroll into Bari Vecchia, an atmospheric tangle of medieval streets, 
Romanesque churches, Baroque palaces and Greek, Roman and 
Norman history. Amidst nonnas rolling their orecchiette, pause at the 
basilica, housing the relics of Saint Nicholas, the 1170 cathedral, the 
Norman fortress and the harbour-front theatre, where Pavarotti and 
Nureyev performed. Head south to find numerous fine beaches 
(amongst the best in Italy) dotted with countless coves and bays, 
particularly in pretty Polignano a Mare. Puglia’s capital is an easy 
catapult to the region’s famous trulli in Alberobello, the UNESCO 
town with 1500 conical houses or choose to make your way to 
cinematic Matera, where the limestone cliffs are peppered in ancient 
caves, many now masquerading as chic restaurants.

The Jewel of the Balkan Fjords

Comely Kotor Bay, a lesser-travelled amphitheatre etched into the 
Adriatic coast of Montenegro, welcomes with hypnotic jade waters 
encircled by emerald-crowned slopes. Sheltered in the fjord’s angelic 
embrace, Kotor Old Town beckons as a fairy-tale city whose 
formidable walls, Romanesque churches and medieval bastions have 
witnessed the highs and lows of masked carnivals and devastating 
earthquakes. Italian and Mediterranean influences flavour the cuisine, 
where gelato and accompany fresh Adriatic seafood. Uphill, brodetto 
the Church of our Lady of Remedy affords spectacular views of Kotor’
s red-tiled UNESCO World Heritage rooftops, a manmade jewel 
amongst landscapes where the inspired will wander.

Chania’s Cradle of Civilisation

immemorial, Chania is a cultural crossroads where eclectic 
architecture bears witness to ancient empires. Lose yourself in narrow 
streets lined with Venetian townhouses and Byzantine churches, 
where hidden corners reveal bougainvillaea-covered courtyards and 
well-worn workshops. Woodcarvers and weavers flaunt their wares in 
covered markets, stalls piled high with olive oil and fragrant herbs 
from the surrounding hillsides. Beyond the ancient shipyards and 
leather tanneries of Halepa, a Homeric wonderland of fathomless 
beaches is rendered in shades of dazzling blue. Lazy afternoons turn 
into romantic evenings at harbourside restaurants, where pastel 
sunsets streak the sky and the Egyptian lighthouse stands tall.

This far-flung Aegean island also 
boasts lush botanical beauty: hike through the hills to springs and 
waterfalls, seeking pretty mountain villages, churches and 
monasteries, and enjoy harvests of local fruit and vegetables, olives, 
honey, lavender, rosemary and acclaimed muscat wine. Alongside a 
wealth of great beaches with sparkling azure waters, carve time for the 
archaeological museum in the pretty harbour town of Pythagorio and 
wander Kokkari, a fishing village known as Samos’s Little Venice.
